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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a (I) First Joint Status Report Of the Applicants, (II) Alternate First Joint Unopposed Motion For An Enlargement Of Time To Close The Transaction; (III) Joint Request To Waive Response Time; and (IV) Joint Request For Expedited Action filed on July 28, 2008, by Colorado West Transportation Co., Inc., Colorado Ventures, LLC, and Co West Transportation, LLC (Applicants).
2. On April 22, 2008, Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC, filed an application for approval to transfer control of San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express &/or Chauffeured Express, by selling their membership interests to CO West Transportation, LLC.  San Miguel is the record holder of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 1648 and 55679.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 28, 2008.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.

5. The Commission granted the application on June 10, 2008, by Decision No. C08-0574.
6. In the Motion, the Applicants state “The parties have been diligently trying to close the transaction since the Order granting the application was issued.  Without waiving any part of the confidential agreement of the parties, certain financing by the Transferee is necessary to close the transaction.  The closing of such financing has been delayed and, in part, has been more time consuming than anticipated due to, among other things, the tightening of credit markets and terms generally.”
7. In Docket No. 08A-136CP, Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., and Colorado Ventures, LLC requested to sell their membership interests in San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC to CO West Transportation, LLC.  In consideration of the fact that this application was a request by two entities to sell their membership interests in a limited liability company to a third entity and was not a sale of the authorities named in CPCN PUC Nos. 1648 and 55679, the Applicants were not required to (a) cause proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) pay to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) file an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee; (e) file an acceptance of transfer form; and (f) receive notice in writing from the Commission that it (CO West Transportation, LLC) is in compliance and may begin service.
8. Decision No. C08-0547 did not require the Applicants to complete any named requirements by a specific date.
9. In this Motion the Applicants state “the undersigned counsel for Transferors has been informed by the Staff of the PUC that for tracking completion of this case and for record keeping purposes, the Staff is applying the 60-day period to this application; thus establishing a date of August 9, 2008, for completion of the transaction.  Without waiving their position that no completion date is applicable to, or enforceable in, this case because it does not appear in the Order, the Applicants submit their First Joint Status Report and Alternate First Joint Unopposed Motion for an Enlargement of Time to Close and for Other Relief as evidence of their good faith belief that this transaction will be completed and their voluntary attempts to comply with the spirit and intent of PUC’s Rules.”
10. The Applicants request an enlargement of time to and including October 9, 2008, to close the transaction.

11. The Commission finds that the Applicants have shown good cause to grant an extension of the time to close the transaction named in Docket No. 08A-136CP and granted by Decision No. C08-0574.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion filed by Colorado West Transportation CO, Inc., Colorado Ventures, LLC, and CO West Transportation, LLC, for an extension of time is granted.

2. The extension of time to close the transaction requested in Docket No. 08A-136CP is granted up to and including October 9, 2008.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
