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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to allow reply comments, stay the filing of a list of witnesses and exhibits, and for waiver of response time filed by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi & Taxis Fiesta (Metro Taxi) on August 12, 2008.  Metro Taxi states that Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab) and Freedom Cab, Inc., (Freedom Cab) concur with this motion.  Now, being fully advised in the matter and consistent with the discussion below, we waive response time to the Motion due to short time frames available before the Commissioners’ Deliberation Meeting on August 19, 2008, and we grant the Motion.  
2. During the July 18, 2008, Commissioners’ Deliberations Meeting, we invited the parties in Docket Nos. 08A-241CP, 08A-281CP-EXT, 08A-283CP, 08A-284CP-EXT, and 08A-300CP to submit comments on the issues such as financial and operational fitness, overall market considerations, and public interest on August 4, 2008.  We also stayed discovery in these dockets until further order.
3. In its Motion, Metro Taxi states that several parties raised new or more elaborated legal and policy arguments in their simultaneously filed comments and requests that all parties be allowed to file reply comments.  We find that reply comments may be helpful to the Commission and we invite all parties to submit reply comments by 12:00 p.m. on Friday August 15, 2008.  
4. Metro Taxi requests that the Commission stay the requirement for parties to file a list of witnesses and exhibits because the scope and nature of the proceedings have not yet been determined.  We previously stayed discovery in the above mentioned dockets because we found that the interests of judicial economy will not be served by initiating discovery until procedural schedule is established. We agree with Metro Taxi and we stay the requirement for parties to file of witnesses and exhibits until further order.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We grant the Motion to allow reply comments, stay the filing of a list of witnesses and exhibits, and for waiver of response time filed by MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi & Taxis Fiesta on August 12, 2008, and we waive the response time.
2. We invite all parties in Docket Nos. 08A-241CP, 08A-281CP-EXT, 08A-283CP, 08A-284CP-EXT, and 08A-300CP to submit to submit reply comments by 12:00 p.m. on Friday August 15, 2008.
3. We stay the requirement for parties in Docket Nos. 08A-241CP, 08A-281CP-EXT, 08A-283CP, 08A-284CP-EXT, and 08A-300CP to file a list of witnesses and exhibits until further order.
