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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On July 24, 2008 Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., (Alpine Taxi) filed an application for authority to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 31 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Alpine Taxi, in Time Schedule 31, proposes to reduce the scheduled service from seven nights per week to scheduled service on only Friday and Saturday nights.

2. The authority named in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) No. 26246 allows Alpine Taxi to provide scheduled service between all points within a 35-mile radius of the intersection of U. S. Highway 40 and Mount Werner Road at or near Steamboat Springs, Colorado.
3. In an application filed on June 2, 2008, Alpine Taxi requested to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 30 on less-than-statutory notice.  Alpine Taxi, in Time Schedule No. 30, proposed to start providing four scheduled round-trips per day between points in downtown Steamboat Springs, on the one hand, and the ski area at Ski Time Square, on the other hand.  The four scheduled service round-trips were to start at 11:00 pm, 12:00 am, 1:00 am, and 2:00am.  Alpine Taxi requested to start providing this service on June 6, 2008.
4. The Commission granted the application from Alpine Taxi to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 30 on less-than-statutory notice by Decision No. C08-0578 on June 10, 2008.

5. In the application filed on July 24, 2008, Ms. Tracey Rogalski, the general manager of Alpine Taxi, states that: “We have now operated this service [as named in Time Schedule No. 30] for 43 days and have found that ridership count and subsequent revenue on Sunday through Thursday nights does not warrant the service.”
6. The statistics provided by Alpine Taxi show that the number of passengers transported on Sunday through Thursday has not exceeded 15 per night and frequently has been 5 or less per night.
7. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.

8. We find that Alpine Taxi has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes named in Time Schedule No. 31, and that the application to file the schedule on less than 30 days notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., to publish Time Schedule No. 31 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., shall publish Time Schedule No. 31 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
