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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a Motion For Extension Of Time To File Compliance Documents filed on July 17, 2008 by SOS Security Incorporated (SOS).  The extension of time is requested until September 16, 2008.
2. On March 14, 2008 Hatton Industries, Inc. filed an application for approval to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9900 to SOS Security Incorporated.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on March 17, 2008.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.
5. Hatton Industries, Inc.’s application to transfer Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9900 to SOS Security Incorporated was granted by Decision No. C08-0489 (Decision) on April 15, 2008.
6. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision required Hatton Industries, Inc. and SOS Security Incorporated to file an acceptance of transfer form, and Hatton Industries, Inc. to file a terminating annual report.  Ordering Paragraph No. 6 required Hatton Industries, Inc. and SOS Security Incorporated to file these documents within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date of April 15, 2008.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance expired on June 14, 2008.
7. In the letter filed on July 17, 2008, Doreen Simms-Brown of SOS Security Incorporated states “Please be advised that due to unresolved issues regarding the transfer of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9900; we are formally requesting an extension of time effective July 16, 2008 and to continue for sixty days ending September 16, 2008.  We are awaiting the completion of documents which included the notice of acceptance of transfer and the terminating annual report that had been sent to Hatton Industries.  Once this is completed we can finalize the transfer.”
8. We find that SOS Security Incorporated has shown good cause to grant the request for an extension of time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of SOS Security Incorporated for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements of Decision C08-0489 is granted.
2. Hatton Industries, Inc. and SOS Security Incorporated are granted an extension of time up to and including September 16, 2008 to complete the filing requirements of Decision No. C08-0489.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
