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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Discussion
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Alternative Form of Notice (Application) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), on August 1, 2008. 
2. On August 1, 2008, Public Service filed an Application seeking approval of an alternative form of notice and for shortened response time to seven days that will apply to Public Service’s filing to revise a portion of the Wind Energy Service, Net Metering Service and Photovoltaic tariffs.  The request for shortened response time was granted in Decision No. C08-0831, mailed on August 7, 2008.
3. Public Service is filing Advice Letter No. 1514 – Electric to revise portion of the Wind Energy Service (Schedule WES), Net Metering Service (Schedule NM) and Photovoltaic (Schedule PV) tariffs to allow for customers receiving service under the Photovoltaic tariff the option to purchase wind energy under Wind Energy Service, net of PV generation.  

4. Public Service has requested that the Commission authorize it to provide notice of proposed tariff changes through the publication in the Legal Classified section of a newspaper of general circulation such as The Denver Post.  

5. Public Service states that this notice procedure is less costly than the procedure prescribe by statute.  It also states that is consistent with the notice procedures that have been approved in other cases where the proposed tariff changes do not effect the Public Service’s customer and either do not affect or reduce that rates that customers pay for service.  Public Service submits that newspaper notice is a reasonable form of notice for this filing.
6. No parties filed a Response to this Application.
7. We find that no customers will be negatively impacted by this change to the Wind Energy Service tariff as this is an optional tariff provision.
8. To economically expedite the process of this application, we find good cause approve the alternative form of notice.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Alternative Form of Notice filed by Public Service Company of Colorado, on August 1, 2008 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
