I. STATEMENT

1. On April 7, 2008, Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (Home James) and Valley Taxi, Inc. (Valley Taxi) filed a joint application seeking permanent authority to transfer a portion of Certificate No. 16114 from Home James to Valley Taxi. Colorado Tour Transportation, LLC (CTT) timely intervened in opposition to the Application.  

2. On May 22, 2008, we referred the Application to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  On June 13, 2008, Home James, Valley Taxi, and CTT filed a stipulated motion to amend the application, and for withdrawal of the intervention of CTT contingent upon acceptance of the restrictive amendment.  By Recommended Decision No. R08-0771, mailed on July 23, 2008, the ALJ granted the stipulated motion and granted the application as amended.

3. Home James, Valley Taxi, and CTT filed a Motion for Enlargement of Time to File Exceptions and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) on August 6, 2008.  The parties state that the decision contains errors in describing the authorities to be transferred to Valley Taxi and to be retained by Home James.  The parties are not sure whether these errors can be addressed through issuance of an errata notice or through exceptions.  The parties state that they do not wish to lose their right to file exceptions to the recommended decisions, if that is required, and request an enlargement of time to and including September 12, 2008 to file exceptions.

4. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion until and including September 12, 2008.  Since all parties in this docket join the Motion, we find that a waiver of response time is appropriate.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Enlargement of Time to File Exceptions and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Home James Transportation Service, Ltd., Valley Taxi, Inc., and Colorado Tour Transportation, LLC, on August 6, 2008 is granted.  

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
