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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On July 31, 2008, Vail Valley Transportation, Inc., filed an application for permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 9745 by eliminating its existing authority that reads as follows: 
 
Transportation, on call-and-demand, of passengers and their baggage between points within a five-mile radius of Eagle County Airport, on the one hand, and all points located within the State of Colorado, on the other hand. This Certificate is restricted as follows: (A.) The holder or operator hereof, when transportating passengers between the Eagle County Airport and Vail, Colorado, served by motor carriers operating on schedule over fixed routes shall charge per passenger rates, which shall be at least 120 percent of the per passenger rates of such scheduled motor carriers on file with the Public Utilities Commission; and (B.) Against providing taxi service between points located within 6 miles of that portion of Interstate 70 between the intersection of Colorado Highway 131 and U. S. Highway 6 and the Summit of Vail Pass located in Eagle County Colorado, on the one hand, and the Eagle County Airport near Eagle, Colorado, on the other hand. 
and replace it with the following proposed authority that reads: 
 
Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine, charter, and sightseeing services, between all points in the County of Eagle, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on August 4, 2008.

3. Snow Limousine, Inc., and Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, filed interventions opposing the grant of this application.
4. On September 9, 2008, Ms. Cheryl Emmeluth, the secretary-treasurer of Vail Valley Transportation, Inc., filed a letter requesting the immediate withdrawal of the application in Docket No. 08A-339CP.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Vail Valley Transportation, Inc., to withdraw the application filed in Docket No. 08A-339CP is granted.

2. We find that the interventions of Snow Limousine, Inc., and Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, are moot due to the above withdrawal.  
3. Docket No. 08A-339CP is closed.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
