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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition to Intervene by Interest Energy Alliance (Interwest) filed on September 5, 2008.

2. Previously, we set September 5, 2008 as the deadline for interventions and shortened response time to interventions to five days.
  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, the Staff of the Commission, and the Governor’s Energy Office filed Notices of Intervention as of Right.  The Board of Waterworks of Pueblo and the Fountain Valley Authority; the Colorado Independent Energy Association; Public Service Company of Colorado; the Town of Fowler; Better Pueblo, Smart Growth Advocates, Sierra Club, and Western Resource Advocates (ECI); and the Cripple Creek & Victor Gold Mining Company filed petitions and/or motions to intervene.  

3. Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company (BH/CO Electric or Company) filed a Response to the Notices and Petitions to Intervene listed above on September 9, 2008.  BH/CO Electric states that it does not object to the interventions filed by the above mentioned parties, with the exception of ECI, however, the Company did not make reference to Interwest.

4. We took notice of the Notices of Intervention as of Right and granted the motions and/or petitions to intervene filed by the above mentioned parties.
