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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 18, 2008, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi) filed an application for authority to publish a fuel supplement to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 20 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  In this supplement, Shamrock Taxi proposes to increase the per mile charge from $2.25 to $2.50.  The additional per mile charge is to remain in effect for a period of 90 days.

2. Shamrock Taxi may provide taxi service between points in Ft. Collins, Loveland, and Greeley under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 545&I, 9256, 13043, 29934, and 45391.

3. In support of the fuel surcharge named in this application, Shamrock Taxi states that:

As with the existing temporary fuel surcharge, Shamrock will receive none of the revenue from the surcharge because Shamrock’s lease fees to its drivers will not change during the effective period of the surcharge.  Thus, the drivers will receive the exclusive benefit of the surcharge for its duration.  The sole purpose and effect of the surcharge will be to increase the revenue retained by the drivers in a manner that is designed to offset their increased cost of fuel, which has risen steadily since Shamrock’s last permanent rate increase in March, 2007.

4. Shamrock Taxi filed a similar application for a fuel surcharge of $ .25 per paid mile on June 16, 2008 in Docket No. 08L-246CP.  The Commission granted the application for a fuel surcharge on June 27, 2008 by Decision No. C08-0663.  This surcharge will expire on September 25, 2008.

5. Shamrock Taxi submitted the American Automobile Association’s summary of the weekly price of a gallon of unleaded gasoline for the Boulder-Longmont, Colorado area.  Shamrock Taxi states the fuel prices identified by the American Automobile Association’s summary for Boulder-Longmont are similar to the fuel costs in Ft. Collins for the same periods. This summary shows that the cost of gasoline at the time Shamrock Taxi’s last rate increase was filed in January of 2007 was $2.16 per gallon.  The price of a gallon of fuel when the fuel surcharge was filed in June of 2008 was $3.93.  The current cost of a gallon of fuel is $3.72 per gallon.  The lowest cost per gallon of fuel in 2008 is shown as $2.83.

6. A review of the statistics provided with this application by Shamrock Taxi regarding the per gallon cost of gasoline shows the following:

A)
average gallons of fuel used per shift – 10.5

B)
average paid miles per shift - 59.8

C)
fuel cost per shift at $2.16 per gallon - $22.68

D)
fuel cost per shift at $2.83 per gallon - $29.72

E)
fuel cost per shift at $3.72 per gallon - $39.06

F)
increase in fuel cost per shift from $2.16 to $2.83 per gallon - $7.04

G)
increase in fuel cost per shift from $2.16 to $3.72 per gallon - $16.38

H)
additional revenue per shift with a surcharge of $ .25 per paid mile - $14.95

7. If a Shamrock Taxi driver averages 59.8 paid miles per shift, the fuel surcharge of $ .25 per paid mile will provide approximately $15.00 of additional revenue to offset the increase in fuel costs.

8. The retail price of gasoline in the Ft. Collins area has decreased by $ .20 to $.25 per gallon since the existing fuel surcharge was filed on June 16, 2008.  However, the current per gallon price of gasoline remains significantly higher than the average price per gallon in 2007.  The additional revenue to be received by the drivers from the $ .25 per paid mile fuel surcharge will allow the drivers to cover all or a portion of the additional cost of gasoline.

9. Rule 6207(k) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, allows the Commission to grant a change to a tariff on less than 30 days’ notice for good cause shown.

10. The Commission finds that Shamrock Taxi has shown good cause to approve the proposed changes to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 20.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposal filed by Shamrock Taxi, Inc., to allow it to publish a fuel supplement to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 20 to be effective on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. The fuel supplement, that adds a $ .25 charge to each paid mile, shall be effective for a period of 90 days from the effective date of this Order.

3. Shamrock Taxi shall publish the fuel supplement to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 20 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission.

4. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
