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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed on July 15, 2008 by Freedom Cabs, Inc.

2. In this application Freedom Cabs, Inc., requests a waiver of Rule 6254(c) (Age of Vehicles) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

3. The waiver request pertains to operations conducted under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53638.  Freedom Cabs, Inc., requests a waiver of Rule 6254(c).  The vehicle for which the waiver is requested is a 1998 Dodge Grand Caravan with a vehicle identification number of 2B4GP44R0WR764808.

4. The waiver is requested from July 1, 2008 through July 1, 2009.

5. The Commission issued notice of this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on July 21, 2008.

6. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.

7. Staff of the Commission (Staff) contacted Mr. Max Saar, the Operations Manager of Freedom Cabs, Inc., on September 2, 2008.  Mr. Saar informed Staff that the vehicle named in this application had been in an accident and was no longer being used by Freedom Cabs, Inc. to provide taxi service.

8. The Commission received a letter from Mr. Saar on September 11, 2008.  In this letter, Mr. Saar states “We applied for a waiver for a 1998 Dodge.  Unfortunately because of an accident, the vehicle is no longer usable.  I would like to withdraw the request for the waiver.”

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Freedom Cabs, Inc., for the withdrawal of the application filed in Docket No. 08V-307CP is granted.
2. Docket No. 08V-307CP is closed.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
