Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (RRR) filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), CF&I Steel, L.P., (CF&I), and Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  The parties timely filed their applications for RRR on September 11, 2008 and request reconsideration of Decision No. C08-0891, mailed August 22, 2008.

Pursuant to § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., we must act upon these applications for RRR within 30 days, or by October 14, 2008, or they will be deemed denied by operation of law.  Due to the press of business, the schedules of the three Commissioners, and the nature of the issues presented in these applications for RRR, we find that we cannot review the entire record in this matter and render an informed decision by October 14, 2008.  To preclude a denial by operation of law and to toll the statutory time period required by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., we grant the RRRs filed by the OCC, CF&I, and Public Service.  We will issue a future order ruling upon the merits of the parties’ applications for RRR.
