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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion of Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) to authorize Liberty Consulting to conduct the six-year review, to authorize payment from the Tier 2 special fund, and motion for shortened response time, filed on October 6, 2008.

2. Staff states in its Motion, that pursuant to Section 18.11 of the Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP), a review is due to be conducted with the objective of phasing-out the CPAP entirely (the Six-Year Review).
3. Staff represents in its Motion that it has been working with the Regional Oversight Committee which is finalizing a contract with Liberty Consulting to conduct a multistate review of Qwest Performance Assurance Plans. Liberty Consulting will provide a report that covers multi-state issues, but also included information and recommendations specific.
4. Staff states in its Motion that time is of the essence because the Six-Year Review needs to commence as soon as possible and therefore, Staff requests that response time to this Motion be shortened to two business days so that the Commission can rule on this Motion at its regularly scheduled weekly meeting on October 9, 2008.
5. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause given by Staff in its Motion, we will shorten the notice period to two business days.  After the expiration of the notice period, we will take up the merits of the Motion at a future Commission weekly meeting.
