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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 27, 2008, Global Capacity Group, LLC (Global Capacity) filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services and for a Letter of Registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services pursuant to Rule 2103 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2.

2. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on September 3, 2008.  Interventions were due on or before October 3, 2008.  No interventions were filed.

3. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) sent a written notification pursuant to Rule 1303(b)(II) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 on September 4, 2008, to the contact person identified in Global Capacity’s application.  Staff requested financial information for the applicant as required by Sections 5 E and F on the Commission's application form.  Staff also requested additional information including what services would be provided to consumers in Colorado.  

4. Response to Staff's letter was due on September 15, 2008.  No response was filed by that date.  On September 30, 2008, the contact person telephoned Staff and requested an extension of time until October 3, 2008, to provide a response.

5. On October 3, 2008, the Commission received a letter from Global Capacity indicating it wished to withdraw its application without prejudice.  

6. We find Global Capacity has shown good cause to withdraw its application.  Accordingly, we construe Global Capacity’s letter as a motion to withdraw the application, grant the motion, and close the docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter of Global Capacity Communications, Inc., is construed as a motion to withdraw its application and is granted.

2. This docket is now closed. 

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
