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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed on September 3, 2008, by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab).
2. In this application Yellow Cab requests a waiver of Rule 6252(c) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

3. The waiver request pertains to operations conducted under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 2378 & I.  The vehicle for which the waiver is requested is a 1998 Ford Crown Victoria owned by Mr. Clyde Scoggins.  The Vehicle Identification Number of the Ford Crown Victoria is 2FAFP71WIWX143928.  The waiver is requested from July 1, 2008 through July 1, 2009.

4. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 26, 2008.

5. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

6. However, a review by Staff of the Commission records on October 8, 2008 shows that Yellow Cab filed an application on July 16, 2008 for an age of vehicle waiver on this same vehicle.  The waiver was granted on September 3, 2008 by Decision No. C08-0928 in Docket No. 08V-306CP.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab in Docket No. 08V-391CP is denied as moot.
2. Docket No. 08V-391CP is dismissed.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
