I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed on August 26, 2008, by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab).
2. In this application Yellow Cab requests a waiver of Rule 6252 of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6.

3. The waiver request pertains to operations conducted under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 2378 & I.  The waiver is requested for an indefinite period beginning on August 1, 2009.

4. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 15, 2008.

5. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is therefore uncontested.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

6. Rule 6252 requires that each taxicab carrier place a notice on the inside of the left window located immediately behind the driver’s window in each taxicab it operates.  This notice is required to show:  (I) the identification number of the taxi; (II) the company’s multiple loading rule; (III) the company’s rates and fares; and (IV) the Commission’s telephone number.

7. Yellow Cab, in this application, is requesting to place the notice on the magazine rack that is attached to the back of the front passenger seat.

8. In support of this application, Yellow Cab states that moving the notice from the passenger to the back of the front seat will provide the passenger and the driver with an unobstructed view through the window.  Yellow Cab also states the visibility of the notice should be increased by placing it on the back of the front seat.

9. The placing of the notice required by Rule 6252 on the back of the front passenger seat may increase a passenger’s awareness of the notice and the information it contains.  Therefore, the Commission finds that the information submitted with this application establishes good cause to grant a waiver of Rule 6252.  However, the Commission does not find that an indefinite waiver of Rule 6252 is appropriate.  The waiver will be granted for a period of two years beginning on August 1, 2008.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab is granted a waiver of Rule 6252 as requested in this application for each of the taxicabs it operates.  The term of the waiver shall be from August 1, 2008 through July 31, 2010.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
