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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On September 23, 2008, Ancient Excursions, LLC filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55767 by adding a restriction that reads "To providing service only from May 15 to October 21 of each year."
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on September 29, 2008.

3. There are no interventions opposing a grant of the application.
4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
5. Ancient Excursions, LLC must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Ancient Excursions, LLC fails to meet either criterion, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

6. In support of this application, Ms. Erin Donovan, a manager of Ancient Excursions, LLC states as follows:

I am asking to amend the current PUC license for Ancient Excursions, LLC in such a way that it will restrict said license to a seasonal status.  The season would run May 15 – October 21 annually.  Because the application to permanently amend the license will need to go out to review for 30 days and cannot be approved prior to November, I am asking for a temporary amendment.  My insurance coverage period ends on October 21 and it would be an economic hardship for the company, and thus for the community, as I could not continue to operate if I had to renew the policy over the winter when the vehicle is not in operation.
C. Conclusions

7. The Commission finds that Ancient Excursions, LLC has shown an immediate and urgent need for the requested suspension of operations.

8. This application for temporary authority is not contrary to the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Ancient Excursions, LLC is granted temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55767 for a period of 180 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
