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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter, filed on February 11, 2008, by Timberline Transportation Services, Inc. (Timberline Transportation) requesting the reinstatement of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 29375.

2. In Decision No. R07-0883 (Recommended Decision) an Administrative Law Judge, after a hearing on the matter, ordered that Timberline Transportation’s operating authority be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  The request to reinstate CPCN PUC No. 29375 only pertained to that portion of the Recommended Decision that deals with Timberline Transportation’s operating authority (Case No. 09093-INS).

3. The Commission considered this request at its weekly meeting on February 27, 2008.  The Commission granted the requested reinstatement of CPCN PUC No. 29375 on March 4, 2008 by Decision No. C08-0217 (Decision).  In this Decision, Timberline Transportation was advised that CPCN PUC No. 29375 could only be reinstated after the appropriate proof of insurance was filed with the Commission.

4. Paragraph No. 10 of the Decision states “Timberline Transportation is also advised that the Commission will review the status of CPCN PUC No. 29375 after a period of six months from the mailed date of this Order.  If Timberline Transportation is not actively providing the services named in CPCN PUC No. 29375 at the end of this six-month period, the Commission may take the appropriate action necessary to revoke CPCN PUC No. 29375.”

5. The appropriate liability insurance was filed by Timberline Transportation’s insurance carrier on October 14, 2008.  The insurance was effective on October 15, 2008.  Therefore, we find CPCN PUC No. 29375 may be reinstated.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed on February 11, 2008 to reinstate Timberline Transportation Services, Inc.’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 29375 is granted.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
