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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 10, 2008, CenturyTel Long Distance, LLC (CenturyTel LD) filed an application for deregulation of intraLATA interexchange telecommunications services pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2210.

2. Notice of the application was posted on the Commission’s web site on September 18, 2008.  Interventions were due on or before October 20, 2008.  None were filed.

3. On September 17, 2008, the Commission received a letter from CenturyTel LD indicating it wished to withdraw its application.  CenturyTel LD is a toll reseller, and since toll resellers are not regulated by the Commission, it therefore was not required to file the application. 

4. We find CenturyTel LD has shown good cause to withdraw its application.  Accordingly, we construe CenturyTel LD’s letter as a motion to withdraw the application, grant the motion, and close the docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter of CenturyTel Long Distance, LLC is construed as a motion to withdraw its application and is granted.

2. This docket is now closed.
