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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 31, 2008, the Colorado Office of Consumer Council (OCC), the Governor’s Energy Office, Western Resource Advocates, the City and County of Boulder, and the Interwest Energy Alliance (collectively the Moving Parties) jointly filed an Unopposed Joint Motion for an Extension of Time for Filing Testimony, Modifying Response Time to Discovery Requests, and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) and the Staff of the Commission (Staff) have authorized the OCC to indicate that both Public Service and Staff have no objection to this Motion.

2.  The Moving Parties request that the Commission grant an additional one week extension for the filing of Answer Testimony and an additional four-day extension to file Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony in this docket.  The Moving Parties also request that the Commission order responses to discovery requests regarding Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony to be due within seven calendar days. 

3. Previously, in Commission Decision No. C08-1150, mailed October 31, 2008, on a nunc pro tunc basis, we granted a similar, unopposed, motion in this docket for a one week extension for the filing of Answer Testimony; from October 27, 2008 to November 3, 2008, and a one week extension for the filing of Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony; from December 11, 2008 to December 18, 2008.

4. This Motion is also unopposed and we therefore find that the waiver of response time is not contrary to the public interest.  

5. The changes requested by the Moving Parties will not affect any procedural dates in this docket other than the deadlines for filing of Answer Testimony and Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony.  We find that this Motion is not contrary to the public interest and we grant it nunc pro nunc to November 3, 2008, since the revised deadline to file Answer Testimony expired on that date.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion requesting that the Commission grant a one week extension for the filing of Answer Testimony and a four-day extension to file Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony in this docket is granted nunc pro tunc to November 3, 2008.  The parties shall file Answer Testimony and Exhibits no later than November 10, 2008 and Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony no later than December 22, 2008.

2. We also order that response time to discovery propounded on rebuttal and cross-answer testimony will be seven calendar days including objections to discovery.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
