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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on the Motion for Late Filed Acceptance filed by CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (CenturyTel) on October 14, 2008.

2. On April 2, 2008, presiding Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Mana L. Jennings-Fader issued Decision No. R08-0350, Granting Petition and Ordering Interim Relief (Recommended Decision) in this docket.  Among its other findings, conclusions, and directives the Recommended Decision contains at ordering paragraph 4, a requirement that CenturyTel make an election with respect to its permanent disaggregation plan within 30 days of a final Commission decision in this proceeding.  CenturyTel was directed to file a Notice of Election with the Commission.

3. On August 21, 2008, the Commission issued its Order on Exceptions denying CenturyTel’s exceptions in their entirety, and it became a final order of the Commission.  In paragraphs 70 through 72 of the Order on Exceptions, the Commission confirmed the ALJ’s Recommended Decision concerning permanent relief and the requirements pertaining to the election by CenturyTel of a permanent replacement disaggregation plan.

4. The terms of the Recommended Decision directed that CenturyTel’s Notice of Election of a replacement disaggregation plan was to be filed no later than October 10, 2008.  If CenturyTel chose a Path Two disaggregation scheme, CenturyTel was required to file its plan within 60 days of its election.

5. CenturyTel states that due to an oversight by counsel, the Notice of Election was not timely filed on Friday, October 10, 2008.  Filing of the Notice of Election was delayed through the holiday weekend including Monday, October 13, 2008, but was duly made on Tuesday, October 14, 2008.

6. CenturyTel asserts that no party will be prejudiced by this delay.  CenturyTel anticipates filing its replacement disaggregation plan in a timely manner consistent with this Commission’s Orders.

7. CenturyTel respectfully requests that this Commission issue an order accepting the late-filed Notice of Election. 
8. We find that granting the motion filed by CenturyTel will not unduly harm parties in this docket.  In the late-filed Notice of Election, CenturyTel is only indicating the disaggregation path it proposes to use going forward.  CenturyTel has indicated it will file the actual details of the plan as required by this Commission’s Orders.  We therefore direct CenturyTel to file its replacement disaggregation plan no later than 60 days from the original deadline of the Notice of Election on October 10, 2008.
II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Late Filed Acceptance filed by CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (CenturyTel) on October 14, 2008 is granted.

2. CenturyTel is ordered to file its replacement disaggregation plan no later than 60 days after October 10, 2008.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
