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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On February 12, 2008, Level 3 Communications, LLC (Level 3), filed Advice Letter No. 22.  Level 3 then filed six revisions to Advice Letter No. 22, most of which were filed for the purpose of extending the proposed effective date.  Pertinent to the instant order, Level 3 filed Sixth Amended Advice Letter 22 on May 2, 2008.  Level 3 requested that the tariffs accompanying Sixth Amended Advice Letter 22 become effective on May 10, 2008.

2. By Decision Nos. C08-0482 and C08-0482-E, we set the tariffs associated with Advice Letter No. 22 for hearing and suspended their effective date for 120 days, or through September 6, 2008.  The matter was assigned to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).
3. On June 26, 2008, the assigned ALJ conducted a prehearing conference to establish a procedural schedule.  Following the prehearing conference, the ALJ issued Decision No. R08-0654-I.  Decision No. R08-0654-I memorializes Level 3’s agreement to amend the proposed effective date of the suspended tariffs such that the allowable 210-day suspension period will not expire before January 29, 2009.

4. On July 3, 2008, Level 3 filed Seventh Amended Advice Letter No. 22 for the purpose of extending the proposed effective date of the suspended advice letter pursuant to the procedural schedule for this matter that was established by Decision No. R08-0654-I.  Level 3 requested that the tariffs accompanying Seventh Amended Advice Letter No. 22 become effective July 18, 2008.  Seventh Amended Advice Letter No. 22 therefore had the effect of modifying the expiration of the 120-day suspension period set forth in Decision Nos. C08-482 and C08-0482-E from September 6, 2008 to November 14, 2008.
5. Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, and by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through February 12, 2009. 

B. Findings of Fact

6. The Commission finds that its consideration of this matter will not be completed before November 14, 2008, and it is therefore necessary to further suspend the effective date of these tariffs for an additional 90 days, or until further order of the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The effective date of the tariff sheets filed by Level 3 Communications, LLC on July 3, 2008 under its Seventh Amended Advice Letter No. 22 is suspended for an additional 90 days through February 12, 2009, or until further order of the Commission.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
