I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On August 11, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an Application for an Electric and Gas Demand Side Management (Application) plan along with direct testimony.  This Application was timely filed in accordance with the timetable set forth in Decision No. C08-0560.

2. On October 29, 2008,
 Public Service filed a Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation).  The Parties to the Stipulation are the following: Public Service; the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; the Southwest Energy Efficiency Project; Western Resource Advocates; Colorado Energy Consumers; the City of Boulder; the County of Boulder; Energy Outreach Colorado; the Governor’s Energy Office; Wal-Mart Stores/Sam’s West, Inc.; The Kroger Co.; the Energy Efficiency Business Coalition; and Nancy LaPlaca.
3. Four intervening parties did not sign the Stipulation.  The Joint Motion states that “CF&I Steel L.P. and Climax Molybdenum have authorized the Company to represent that they have no objection to approval of the Stipulation.  Ms. Glustrom is not a signatory and will take no position with respect to the Stipulation.  Mr. Baeverstad is opposing the Stipulation and has filed answer testimony in this proceeding.  The Company has not heard from Ratepayers United of Colorado.”  Answer Testimony was due by October 28, 2008.  Ratepayers United of Colorado has not filed Answer Testimony in this docket.
4. In Decision No. C08-0986 we referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing and ordered that an initial Commission decision be rendered.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

2. The Stipulation and Settlement Agreement is considered timely filed.
3. Pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S., the Commission amends Decision No. C08-0986, ordering that the Administrative Law Judge render a Recommended Decision in this Docket.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
