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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of completeness issues concerning the Application of Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) for an order approving its Natural Gas Demand Side Management Plan, filed on September 22, 2008.
2. After reviewing the Application, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) sent a deficiency letter on October 2, 2008 to the contact persons identified on Atmos’ Application requesting additional information.  The request cited several deficiencies where the Application did not provide the information required by the Demand Side Management (DSM) portion of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-4-4750 through 4760.

3. Atmos responded to Staff’s deficiency letter on October 14, 2008 by e-mail.  Atmos’ response did not provide all the information requested by Staff.

4. Staff and Atmos, as well as personnel from The Cadmus Group, Inc. (Cadmus), the DSM consultant to Atmos, met on October 31, 2008 to discuss and clarify the information requested by Staff.  This information includes the technical assumptions for the deemed savings for each DSM program, the assumptions and calculations used in determining the Total Resource Cost calculations, and any other calculations used in populating the tables in the DSM Plan.  Both Atmos and Cadmus expressed an understanding of the information requested by Staff and a willingness to provide the information within a reasonable length of time.

5. When we have received the requested information, we will again address the issue of completeness.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We find that the Application of Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) for an Order Approving Natural Gas Demand Side Management Plan is incomplete.

2. Atmos shall file the additional information discussed above within 30 days of the effective date this Order.
