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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a petition filed on May 29, 2008, by Mile High Transfer, Inc. (Mile High).
2. In this petition, Mile High requests a waiver of Rule 6102(a) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, that incorporates by reference 49 Code of Federal Regulations, Part 391.41.

3. The waiver request pertains to operations conducted under LL-01059.  The waiver is requested for a luxury limousine (specifically a Lincoln Town Car sedan).

4. Based on its review of the petition, the Commission referred this matter to an administrative law judge for further proceedings; however, by balancing and considering factors such as public safety and prejudice to the driver associated with regulatory lag, we find that the driver, Paul F. Trejo, shall be permitted to operate the Lincoln Town Car sedan identified in Mile High’s waiver request from the date of the application (May 29, 2008) until the effective date of the administrative law judge’s recommended decision (which was September 3, 2008).

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Paul F. Trejo shall be permitted to operate a Lincoln Town Car sedan on behalf of Mile High Transfer, Inc., from May 29, 2008 (the date of the petition) through September 3, 2008 (the effective date of the administrative law judge’s recommended decision, Decision No. R08-0862).

2. This Order is issued nunc pro tunc to May 29, 2008.
