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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On September 3, 2008, The Water Works, LLC, doing business as O’Neal Water Works (The Water Works or Company), filed an application requesting authorization to transfer utility assets, including its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity in providing regulated, domestic water utility service in Pueblo County, Colorado.  The Water Works and the utility assets are currently owned by Mr. Jeffrey Reber (Reber).  Following the Commission’s authorization of the transaction, all utility assets, including the limited partnership, The Water Works, will be owned by Robert and Barbara Paradiso (collectively Paradisos).  Neither party is represented by an attorney in this docket.  

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed September 4, 2008.  Additionally, the Company notified all customers of the Application by including a bill insert notice in its September customer billing.  No requests to intervene were filed. 

3. In Decision No. C08-1106, dated October 17, 2008, the Commission deemed the application incomplete and granted the applicants until October 27, 2008, to supplement the application to cure deficiencies noted in said order.

4. On October 27, 2008, the parties filed supplemental information.  

5. On November 4 and 5, 2008, the parties submitted additional documentation pertaining to the application. 

6. All deficiencies cited in Decision No. C08-1106 have been cured.

7. The Paradisos have previously owned and operated the jurisdictional water utility subject to this instant application.  Mr. Paradiso currently manages the utility for Reber.  The water utility serves 175 customers in Pueblo County, Colorado.  Gross revenues for the calendar year ending December 31, 2007 were $86,740.     

8. The Commission and its Staff are aware of the impact of regulatory costs on a small, privately-owned water utility; however, officers of regulated utilities are expected to prepare, or cause to be prepared, applications which meet the Commission’s requirements.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by The Water Works, LLC, doing business as O’Neal Water Works, on September 3, 2008, requesting transfer of assets, including a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a jurisdictional utility in Pueblo County, Colorado, is deemed complete and granted.

2. The new owners, Robert and Barbara Paradiso, will continue to provide jurisdictional utility services under the name The Water Works, LLC, doing business as O’Neal Water Works, accordingly no change in the utility’s tariff is required and it will not be necessary for the new owners to adopt the current tariff.
