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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On June 30, 2008, Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks-PNG
 (Aquila), filed Advice Letter No. 528 (Advice Letter).  Aquila requested that the tariffs accompanying the Advice Letter become effective on July 30, 2008.

2. By Decision No. C08-0697, we suspended the effective date of the tariffs for 120 days, or through November 27, 2008.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., provides that the Commission may, in its discretion and by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through February 25, 2009. 

B. Findings of Fact

3. The Commission finds that its consideration of this matter will not be completed before November 27, 2008, and it is therefore necessary to further suspend the effective date of these tariffs for an additional 90 days, or until further order of the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The effective date of the tariff sheets filed with Advice Letter No. 528, by Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP,
 is suspended for an additional 90 days through February 25, 2009, or until further order of the Commission.  
2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
