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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On November 14, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1522-Electric.
2. Public Service stated that the purpose of this filing is to revise the General Rate Schedule Adjustment ("GRSA") rider applicable to all electric base rate schedules in the Company's Colorado P.U.C. No. 7 - Electric Tariff, and a corresponding change to the Transmission Cost Adjustment ("TCA") rider as required by Sheet No. 109A in the Company's Colorado P.U.C. No. 7 - Electric Tariff.  The Company is proposing to increase the current GRSA of 12.70 percent to 32.50 percent. The proposed 32.50 percent GRSA will be an increase of 19.80 percent above the currently effective GRSA of 12.70 percent. The effect of the proposed 19.80 percent on the annual base rate electric revenue is an increase of $174,719,832 based on the forecasted cost of providing electric service for the twelve months ending December 31, 2009. 
3. Public Service requested that the tariff pages accompanying Advice Letter No. 1522 become effective on December 15, 2008.

4. Under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariff pages for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariff pages for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through July 13, 2009.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or April 14, 2009, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariff pages for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before July 13, 2009, the tariff pages filed by Public Service may become effective.

B. Findings of Fact

5. We will set the proposed tariff pages for hearing and will suspend their effective date because the rates contained in the tariff pages may be improper.

6. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariff pages shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.

7. We will take up consideration of other aspects of this case at a future weekly meeting.  Such topics will likely include the setting of pre-hearing conference in early January, a determination as to whether this case will be heard by the Commission en banc or an Administrative Law Judge, and the identification of areas of inquiry to be addressed prior to a pre-hearing conference.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The proposed effective date, December 15, 2008, of the tariff pages filed by Public Service with Advice Letter No. 1522-Electric, is suspended for 120 days through April 14, 2009, or until further order of the Commission.

2. Any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariff pages, who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 30 days after the mailing date of this Decision, and shall serve a copy of the motion on Public Service’s attorney of record.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
