I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. On December 1, 2008, Consolidated Communications Network Services, Inc., to be known as Consolidated Communications Enterprise Services, Inc. (CCNS) filed an application for a Letter of Registration to provide emerging telecommunications services in Colorado, pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2103.  The application is available for public inspection at the Commission office located at 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., excluding weekends and state holidays.

2. CCNS also requested that the Commission take any necessary actions to enable a ruling on the merits of the Application prior to December 31, 2008.  The Commission construes the procedural request as a Request for Shortened Notice.  

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we will shorten notice to seven days from the date of the Mailed Date of this Order.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for shortened notice filed by Consolidated Communications Network Services, Inc., to be known as Consolidated Communications Enterprise Services, Inc. is granted.

2. Any person desiring to intervene or participate as a party in this proceeding shall file his petition for leave to intervene, or under the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, file other appropriate pleadings to become a party, within seven days of the Mailed Date of this Order.  Alternatively, persons who do not wish to intervene or become a party, but desire to file comments, may send written comments addressed to the Public Utilities Commission, 1560 Broadway, Suite 250, Denver, Colorado 80202.

3. The Commission may consider the Application without a hearing if no notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene is timely filed, or no notice of intervention as of right or motion to permissively intervene requests a hearing or contests or opposes the Application.
