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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On December 2, 2008, Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, filed an application for emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between the La Quinta Inn & Suites, 6801 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado 80249, and the Quality Inn & Suites, 6890 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado 80249, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

2. This application is restricted to providing transportation services for: (A) the La Quinta Inn & Suites, 6801 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado 80249; and (B) the Quality Inn & Suites, 6890 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado 80249.

3. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

4. Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an emergency need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

5. Mr. Mason Schumacher, the General Manager of the La Quinta Inn & Suites, submitted a letter in support of this application.  In this letter, Mr. Schumacher states:

We sublet our shuttle services for our customers going to and from Denver International Airport.  We transport a number of regular guests and also have contracts set up with many of the airlines to house their flight crews.  Due to the time and cost to operate such a service, it is much more practical for us to sublet this work.  There are only two such companies in the area that can perform the type of work and with the frequency that we need.  We are currently using FastTrack Airport Parking to run our shuttle service.  We were using Global
 up until the end of August.  Due to numerous customer service issues and unsafe buses, we were forced to look for a company that could take care of our passengers and get them to and from the airport in a safe manner.  When Global became aware of the issues, they ceased operations on our contract and left us without a shuttle provider.  Because of the needs for our company to comply with the airline contracts and to maintain our guest satisfaction, no interruption in service could be allowed.  We have contracted with FastTrack to take over our shuttle services as they are the closest and most cost effective option for us to use.
6. Mr. Doug Camilleri, the General Manager of the Quality Inn & Suites, also submitted a letter in support of this application.  In this letter, Mr. Camilleri states:

We had contracted with Global to transport our customers.  The service was very sporadic and was not meeting the expectations of our guests.  In addition, we as well as our guests expressed extreme concern about our customer safety because of the deteriorating condition of their shuttles.  Through continued problems with our service, we began to explore options for an alternate contract to address our guests needs.  We informed our service provider that we were going to take our business needs elsewhere.  At this point, Global withdrew from the contract and left us without shuttle service.  FastTrack stepped in and began delivery of our passengers to and from the airport.
7. In consideration of the information submitted by Mr. Schumacher and Mr. Camilleri, the Commission finds that an emergency need for the requested transportation services has been shown to exist and that no other carrier has been shown to be capable of providing the service.

8. Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

9. This application for emergency temporary authority is in the public interest.

10. Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, is advised that the grant of an emergency temporary authority creates no presumption that either a temporary or permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, is granted emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier for a period of 30 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

2. Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
3. Parking Company of America Airports, LLC, doing business as FastTrack Airport Parking, shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance (a Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6007 (Financial Responsibility); (b) paid to the Commission the $50.00 vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under the authority granted by the Commission as required by Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6009, or in lieu thereof, has paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6401 (Unified Carrier Registration Agreement); (c) filed a tariff in compliance with Rule 4 CCR 723-6-6207 (Tariffs), with an effective date no earlier than ten days after the tariff is received by the Commission; (d) paid the $5.00 issuance fee required by § 40-11-108(1), C.R.S.; and (e) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance with the above requirements and may begin service.

5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
