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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On November 4, 2008, Free Aire Investments, LLC, doing business as People's Wheels, filed an application for temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in taxi service: (a) between all points that are within 5 miles of the intersection of Main Street and Huron Road in Breckenridge, Colorado, and north of a line drawn east and west through the intersection of Main Street and Huron Road in Breckenridge, Colorado; (b) between all points that are within 30 miles of the intersection of Main Street and Boreas Pass Road in Breckenridge, Colorado, and south of a line drawn east and west through the intersection of Main Street and Boreas Pass Road in Breckenridge, Colorado; and (c)  between the points named in item (a), on the one hand, and the points named in item (b), on the other hand.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on October 27, 2008.
3. Peter Griff & Jillian Hollen, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation and Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI, filed interventions opposing a grant of the application.
4. Peter Griff & Jillian Hollen, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55753, may provide call-and-demand limousine service between all points in the County of Summit, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Denver, Jefferson, Chaffee, and Eagle, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
5. Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI, under CPCN PUC No. 54842, may provide taxi service between all points in the County of Summit, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

6. Therefore, the geographic area requested in this application does overlap the geographic authorities named in CPCN PUC Nos. 55753 and 54842.
7. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."

8. Free Aire Investments, LLC, doing business as People's Wheels, must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Free Aire Investments, LLC, doing business as People's Wheels, fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

9. Three form letters were submitted in support of this application.  The letters were signed by residents of Breckenridge, Colorado.  Each of the letters contains the statement “There is a great need for transportation in the neighborhoods of Peak 7 and Blue River.  There is no existing public transportation and is a hardship for those without cars or children that need transportation.” 

10. However, none of the letters include any reference to a specific occasion in which public transportation was not provided by the existing common carriers that currently have the authority to provide transportation services in the Breckenridge and Summit County area.

C. Conclusions

11. Therefore, the Commission finds that an immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services has not been shown to exist, and it has not been shown that no other carrier is capable of providing the service requested in this application.

12. This application for temporary authority is not in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for temporary authority filed by Free Aire Investments, LLC, doing business as People's Wheels, is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
