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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission to approve the opening of a miscellaneous docket for the purposes of serving as a repository of monthly Btu reports reflecting the daily Btu content of each Btu zone that SourceGas Distribution, LLC (SourceGas) used to convert volumetric meter reading to therm for billing.  

2. On July 23, 2008, SourceGas filed Advice Letter No. 228 to initiate its rate case in Docket No. 08S-108G (Rate Case).  In its Rate Case, inter alia, SourceGas proposed to change from volumetric to thermal billing.  The altitude adjustment component of SourceGas’ thermal billing will be the town border stations until such time when the altitude adjustment component is changed from town border station to customer premise level and these altitude conversion factors are stated on Original Sheet No. 136A in its tariffs, Colo. PUC No. 7.  Btu zones are established for each of these town border stations where the Btu adjustment component of SourceGas’ thermal billing determinant will be determined.  Daily Btu values that correspond to a customer billing period will be averaged to determine the Btu adjustment component used in SourceGas’ thermal billing calculation.
 
3. By Decision No. R08-0820, mailed August 7, 2008, the presiding Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) approved the Stipulation and Agreement (S&A) in resolution of the Rate Case.  The ALJ approved the provision in the S&A where SourceGas agreed to electronically submit monthly Btu reports reflecting the daily Btu content of each Btu zone.  
4. The daily Btu information submitted by SourceGas helps its customers and the Consumer Assistance Unit at the Commission in determining the Btu adjustment component of SourceGas’ thermal billing calculation.    

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1.
A miscellaneous docket is opened for SourceGas Distribution, LLC to submit monthly Btu reports reflecting the daily Btu content of each Btu zone.
