I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On October 31, 2008, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed Advice Letter No. 3081.  On November 20, 2008, Qwest filed an amended Advice Letter to modify the language of the tariff.  On November 21, 2008, Qwest filed another amended Advice Letter extending the effective date.  See Exhibit 1 (attached). 
2. Qwest is proposing to add language to its intrastate switched access tariff to charge toll carriers intrastate switched access rates for Feature Group D traffic that is not identified.  The threshold in the original filing was to charge the carriers for any unidentified traffic above 7 percent.  Qwest estimates that charging intrastate rates over the 7 percent threshold would add $1.5 million to its existing revenue stream.  In its first amended filing, Qwest lowered the threshold from 7 percent to 5 percent.  Qwest did not provide an estimate of the additional revenues from going to 7 percent to 5 percent.
3. On November 20, 2008, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (AT&T) filed a protest letter.  AT&T subsequently withdrew the protest letter on November 24, 2008.

4. On December 2, 2008, Verizon Business Services filed a protest letter.

5. Qwest requests that the tariffs accompanying Advice Letter No. 3081 become effective on December 1, 2008.  The effective date was extended to December 15, 2008.  Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariffs for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration date of the suspension period of 120 days, or April 13, 2009, the tariffs filed by Qwest may become effective.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, until July 10, 2009.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before July 10, 2009, the tariffs filed by Qwest may become effective.

B. Findings of Fact

6. We find that it is appropriate to set the proposed tariffs for hearing and we will suspend their effective date because the rates, terms, or conditions contained in the tariffs may be improper.  

7. We refer this matter to an Administrative Law Judge. 

8. A pleading to intervene may be filed by any person, firm, or corporation desiring to be a party and fully participate in this proceeding, as ordered below.  The filing of any other document protesting the tariffs shall not allow participation as an intervenor in this matter.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The effective date of the tariffs filed by Qwest Corporation, on October 31, 2008, and amended on November 21, 2008 with Advice Letter No. 3081, is suspended for 120 days until April 13, 2009, or until further order of the Commission.

2. The tariffs filed by Qwest Corporation, with Advice Letter No. 3081, will be set for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge who will set procedural dates by a future order.  

3. Any person, firm, or corporation, including any who have previously filed a document protesting the proposed tariffs, who desire to intervene and participate as a party in this proceeding shall file a motion to intervene with the Commission within 30 days after the mailing date of this Decision, and shall serve a copy of the motion on the attorney of record for Qwest Corporation.  

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
