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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission to consider the SB07-100 Designation of Energy Resource Zones and Transmission Planning Informational Report (Informational Report) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on November 24, 2008.   

2. Senate Bill 07-100 (SB07-100), codified at § 40-2-126(2), C.R.S., requires rate regulated electric utility companies like Public Service, on or before October 31 of each odd-numbered year, to do the following:

· Designate Energy Resource Zones (zones);

· Develop plans for the construction or expansion of transmission facilities necessary to deliver electric power consistent with the timing of the development of beneficial energy resources located in or near such zones;

· Consider how transmission can be provided to encourage local ownership of renewable energy facilities, whether through renewable energy cooperatives as provided in section 7-56-210, C.R.S., or otherwise; and

· Submit proposed plans, designations, and applications for certificates of public convenience and necessity to the Commission for simultaneous review. 

3. Public Service filed its first SB07-100 Report on October 31, 2007 in Docket No. 07M-446E.  As explained by Public Service, the purpose of the Informational Report is to provide the Commission and interested parties with an update of the activities that Public Service has undertaken since submission of the 2007 Report.

4. We are very interested in the content of Public Service’s Informational Report.  In order to facilitate an exchange of information, we will schedule a Commissioner Information Meeting (CIM) at which Public Service shall make a presentation on the Informational Report.  The Commissioners may have questions of Public Service, but questions from the public and other interested persons will not be allowed.  This CIM will be held on December 18, 2008 at 1:30 p.m.

5. Further, we will give interested persons an opportunity to respond to Public Service’s Informational Report and CIM presentation.  We encourage all interested persons to file written comments on the Informational Report by January 8, 2009.  We will also schedule a second CIM at which invited interested persons shall make an oral presentation.  As with the first CIM discussed above, the Commissioners may have questions of the invited presenters, but questions from Public Service or other interested persons will not be allowed.  This second CIM will be held January 12, 2009 at 1:30 p.m.  Commission Staff will make arrangements with the invited interest persons regarding their respective presentations to be made at the January 12, 2009 CIM.
