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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an order on a Motion for an Order from the Commission Continuing Qwest Corporation’s Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP) in its Current Form Until the Conclusion of the Commission’s Six-Year Review and Motion for Shortened Response Time filed on December 15, 2008 by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).
2. In this motion, Staff requests the Commission continue the CPAP in its current form until the conclusion of the Commission’s Six-Year Review.  Staff states that it is likely that the Comission will not complete its review until the second quarter of 2009.  Pursuant to § 18.11 of the CPAP, the CPAP will expire on January 2, 2009, except for Tier 1A submeasures and payments unless the Commission orders otherwise.  Staff states that the response period should be shortened to seven days so that the Commission may rule on this motion prior to the January 2, 2009 expiration date. 
3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant shortened response time to December 26, 2008.  This will provide interested persons with a couple of extra days to respond to the motion, but still allow the Commission to discuss the merits of the motion at its weekly meeting on December 30, 2008. 

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Shortened Response Time filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) is granted, in part.  The response period to Staff’s Motion for an Order from the Commission Continuing Qwest Corporation’s Colorado Performance Assurance Plan (CPAP) in its Current Form until the Conclusion of the Commission’s Six-Year Review shall extend through and including December 26, 2008.
