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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On December 4, 2008, Vail Corporation, doing business as Vail Associates, Inc. (Vail Associates) filed an application for authority to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 7 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Vail Associates, under the authority named in Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54969, may provide scheduled service between Breckenridge, Keystone, and Vail, Colorado.
3. Vail Associates, in Time Schedule No. 7, proposes to change the scheduled service between Breckenridge, Keystone, and Vail, Colorado from one roundtrip per day on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, to one roundtrip per day on Tuesday and Thursday.  The scheduled service will be provided from December 23, 2008 through April 4, 2009.
4. In support of this application, Pat Campbell, the Senior Vice-President of Vail Associates, states:


Vail Associates, Inc. has submitted an application on Less Than Statutory Notice in order to cancel Time Schedule No. 6 and replace it with Time Schedule No. 7.  Time Schedule No. 7 changes the number of round-trips and the days of the week that the trips are provided between Keystone and Vail, Colorado.  This change is proposed in order to better fit our consumer demand.


Vail Associates, Inc. has proposed this approval on Less Than Statutory Notice due to the fact that our Director of Public Works (Transportation) recently resigned and we were unfamiliar with the filing procedures and deadlines.

5. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days’ notice.

6. The Commission finds that Vail Associates has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 7 on less than 30 days’ notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Vail Corporation, doing business as Vail Associates, Inc. to publish Time Schedule No. 7 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Vail Corporation, doing business as Vail Associates, Inc. shall publish Time Schedule No. 7 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
