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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter requesting an extension of time, filed on December 11, 2008, by Mary Howard, doing business as Fremont County Cab.
2. On August 4, 2008, Mary L. Howard, doing business as Fremont County Cab, filed an application for approval to transfer Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 10248 and 53566 to Fremont Cab, Inc.
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 18, 2008.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.

4. The Commission granted the application to transfer CPCN PUC Nos. 10248 and 53566 by Decision No. C08-1045 (Decision).  Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision required Fremont Cab, Inc. to file the appropriate proof of insurance or surety bond coverage with the Commision.  Ordering Paragraph No. 6 required Fremont Cab, Inc. to file appropriate insurance coverage within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date, October 1, 2008.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance expired on November 30, 2008.  Fremont Cab, Inc. did not file the appropriate proof of insurance by November 30, 2008.

5. On December 11, 2008, Ms. Howard, the owner of Fremont County Cab, sent a letter to the Commission requesting an extension of time to file the appropriate insurance.  In support of this request, Ms. Howard states that the insurance carrier for Fremont Cab, Inc. had assured her the appropriate insurance had been filed with the Commission.  Ms. Howard included with her letter a copy of a Damage Liability Certificate of Insurance as issued by Lincoln General Insurance Company for Fremont Cab, Inc.  The certificate of insurance has an effective date of April 13, 2008.  A review of Commission records shows that this certificate of insurance has not been filed in the required form by the insurance carrier.
6. The Commission finds that Ms. Howard has shown good cause to extend the time to file the appropriate insurance coverage.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This request of Mary Howard, doing business as Fremont County Cab for an extension of time to file the appropriate insurance coverage is granted.

2. Fremont Cab, Inc. is granted an extension of time up to and including 60 days from the effective date of this Order to file the appropriate insurance coverage.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
