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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a letter requesting an extension of time as filed on December 12, 2008, by Robert A. Rochkes and Dawn M. Rochkes, doing business as Peak To Peak Taxi.
2. On July 31, 2008, Robert A. Rochkes and Dawn M. Rochkes, doing business as Peak To Peak Taxi filed an application for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55754 to Peak To Peak Taxi, LLC.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on August 4, 2008.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  The proceeding was uncontested.

4. The Commission granted the application to transfer CPCN PUC No. 55754 by Decision No. C08-0966 (Decision).  Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision stated Peak To Peak Taxi, LLC could not commence operations until it had completed the following:
(a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff of Robert A. Rochkes and Dawn M. Rochkes, doing business as Peak to Peak Taxi; (d) paid the applicable issuance fee; and (e) filed an acceptance of transfer form, executed by both Robert A. Rochkes and Dawn M. Rochkes, doing business as Peak to Peak Taxi and Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC.

5. Ordering Paragraph No. 6 stated Peak To Peak Taxi, LLC had to complete these requirements within 60 days of the effective date of the Decision.  The effective date of the Decision was its mailed date of September 12, 2008.  Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance expired on November 12, 2008.  Peak To Peak Taxi, LLC did not complete the requirements named in Ordering Paragraph No. 5 by November 12, 2008.

6. In the letter received on December 12, 2008, Ms. Rochkes, the owner of Peak To Peak Taxi, requests an extension of time to complete the requirements named in the Decision.  In support of this request, Ms. Rochkes states:

I would like to request an extension to submit the compliance documents on the above named docket and decision.


I have checked my files, and the printed information that detailed the compliance issues was either not received or misplaced.


I would typically be more diligent in following up on any correspondence or actions relating to PUC matters, however, we have had a gravely ill family member.  This has made my daily routines and activities far from normal.

7. In consideration of the information provided by Ms. Rochkes, the Commission finds that good cause has been shown to extend the time to complete the requiremetns named in the Decision.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This request of Robert A. Rochkes and Dawn M. Rochkes, doing business as Peak To Peak Taxi for an extension of time to complete the filing requirements named in Decision No. C08-0966 is granted.

2. Peak To Peak Taxi, Inc. is granted an extension of time up to and including 60 days from the effective date of this Order to complete these requirements.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
