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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 17, 2008, VCI Company (VCI) filed an application to relinquish its Eligible Telecommunication Carrier (ETC) designation in Colorado pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2188.

2. VCI requested a waiver of the notice requirement to customers and publication requirements pursuant to Rule 2188(d) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 CCR 723-2.  VCI stated they have no customers in Colorado, have never provided universal service in Colorado, and due to changes in its business plan, does not intend to do so in the future.  Thus, no customers exist to provide notice.  VCI did provide notice of its relinquishment of ETC status to Qwest Corporation (Qwest).  Notice of VCI’s application was posted on the Commission’s web site on November 18, 2008.  Interventions were due on or before December 18, 2008.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

3. Concurrent with this application, VCI filed its notification of discontinuance of regulated telecommunications services where no customers are affected pursuant to 4 CCR 723-2-2108(f) and Docket No. 08J-511AT.  

4. VCI did not seek nor apply for eligible provider (EP) status.

5. This Commission granted VCI its ETC status in Docket No. 05A-049T in March 2005 throughout Qwest’s non-rural service areas.  VCI stated it would provide the supported services to customers through the purchase of Unbundled Network Elements (UNEs) obtained from Qwest.  VCI does not have an interconnection agreement with Qwest. 

6. VCI has not provided universal service in Colorado using its own facilities or using resale of another carrier’s services.  Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2188(c)’s requirement that the remaining ETC provider (Qwest) purchase or construct adequate facilities in order to serve all customers by VCI is not applicable in this case.

7. We find that the application is complete and unopposed, and may be considered without a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.  

8. We also find that granting the application of VCI is in the public interest and will have no adverse affects as VCI has never provided universal service in Colorado and has no plans to do so in the future.  Therefore, we grant VCI's application to relinquish its designation as an ETC pursuant to 4 CCR 723-2-2188.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. VCI Company's (VCI) application is deemed complete.

2. VCI is permitted to relinquish its designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier.

3. This Docket is closed.
