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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time filed by the Park Creek Metropolitan District and the City and County of Denver (Parties) on December 19, 2008.

2. The Commission ordered the Parties to file signed copies of the construction and maintenance agreements by December 31, 2008 by Decision No. C08-1046 mailed October 1, 2008.  

3. The Parties state they have two separate sets of discussions pertaining to the crossing at issue with the Union Pacific Railroad Company and the Colorado Department of Transportation.  The two sets of agreements reference each other and must be worked out concurrently.  The Parties believe the completed and signed construction and maintenance agreements can be filed with the Commission by June 20, 2009, but request an extension of time to December 31, 2009 out of an overabundance of caution.

4. We will grant an extension of time to June 30, 2009.  This particular project is one that received safety funding from the Section 130 program, so the project needs to begin sooner rather than later.  The June 30, 2009 requirement will encourage the project to begin sooner.

5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion pursuant to the discussion above.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time filed by the Park Creek Metropolitan District and the City and County of Denver is granted.  The Park Creek Metropolitan District and the City and County of Denver shall be permitted to file signed copies of the construction and maintenance agreements by June 30, 2009.

2. The Commission waives response time to the motion.
