I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application (Application), filed by the County of Adams Public Works Department (Adams County) on November 17, 2008, requesting authority to install new flashing light signals with automatic gate arms at the crossings of the tracks of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) with Harback Road, National Inventory No. 805516V, Manila Road, National Inventory No. 805514G, Denver Avenue, National Inventory No. 805510E, and Powhaton Road, National Inventory No. 805507W. 

2. The Commission gave notice of this Application to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  The notice was mailed November 19, 2008.

3. On December 18, 2008, UPRR filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.  UPRR opposes the Application as UPRR has not received final agreements and plans for the crossings in question from Adams County.  UPRR states it will participate in any hearing concerning the Application.

4. The Commission reviewed the record in this matter and deems that the Application is complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

5. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

6. Now being fully advised in the matter, we refer the Application to an Administrative Law Judge for determination of its merits.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by the County of Adams Public Works Department on November 17, 2008, requesting authority to install new flashing light signals with automatic gate arms at the crossings of the tracks of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) with Harback Road, National Inventory No. 805516V, Manila Road, National Inventory No. 805514G, Denver Avenue, National Inventory No. 805510E, and Powhaton Road, National Inventory No. 805507W is deemed complete pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. The intervention by right filed by UPRR is noted.

3. Docket No. 08A-513R is set for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.
