I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion for extension of time to file a conforming interconnection agreement (Joint Motion), filed by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Sprint) and CenturyTel of Eagle Inc. (CenturyTel) (collectively hereinafter the Parties) on December 22, 2008.

2. The Parties request an extension of time to file an interconnection agreement required by Decision No. C08-1218 (Final Decision), effective November 21, 2008, and Decision No. C08-1059 (Initial Decision), effective October 3, 2008.  The Parties also seek a wavier of response time to this Joint Motion.

3. In our Initial Decision, we directed the Parties to file an interconnection agreement conforming to the Decision within 30 days of the Commission’s final decision in this proceeding.  We issued our final decision on November 21, 2008, wherein we ruled on the motions for reconsideration filed by Sprint and CenturyTel.  Accordingly, the Parties had until December 22, 2008, to file the conforming interconnection agreement required by Decision No. C08-1059.

4. The Parties represent that they have been working on the conforming interconnection agreement but have yet to complete the document.  Due to the intervening holidays, the Parties request that we grant them an extension of time until January 9, 2009, to file a conforming interconnection agreement.  The Parties also request a wavier to response time to the Joint Motion citing the fact that there are no additional intervenors in this docket. 

5. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the Joint Motion.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Motion for extension of time to file a conforming interconnection agreement and waiver of response time, filed by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. on December 22, 2008, is granted.

2. Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall file on or before January 9, 2009, a conforming interconnection agreement pursuant to the provisions of  Decision No. C08-1218 and Decision No. C08-1059.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
