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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on September 4, 2007, when Jo Mama’s Mover’s, Inc. (Jo Mama’s) filed its Household Goods Mover Registration with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).

2. On November 30, 2007, the Commission issued a Notice and Order of Hearing (Notice) in this matter.  Among other things, the Notice advised Jo Mama’s that the fingerprint-based criminal history record check conducted in connection with its registration pursuant to § 40-14-103, C.R.S., indicated that it or one or more of its directors, officers, or general partners may have a criminal record or unsatisfied judgment that could adversely affect the issuance or renewal of its registration.

3. On December 6, 2007, the Staff of the Commission filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b).

4. On December 11, 2007, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

5. On January 4, 2008, the Commission issued an Order setting this matter for hearing at its offices in Denver, Colorado, on February 22, 2008, commencing at 1:00 p.m.

6. On January 10, 2008, the ALJ issued an order establishing pre-hearing disclosure deadlines and requiring a filing concerning legal representation.  See, Decision No. R08-0034-I.
7. In reviewing the Commission’s file in this matter the ALJ discovered that Jo Mama’s conducts business out of offices located in Telluride, Colorado, some 327 miles from Denver.  As a result, Jo Mama’s may wish to petition the Commission for permission to submit testimony in this matter via telephone as opposed to sending witnesses to appear at the Denver hearing.  Such requests are governed by Rule 43(i) of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (CRCP).
  Among other things, CRCP 43(i) requires that a request to submit telephone testimony be made by motion or stipulation.  If made by motion, this rule allows other parties to submit a response.
8. In order to facilitate the orderly resolution of this proceeding it is appropriate to establish a deadline for the submission of motions or stipulation to submit testimony in this matter via telephone.  Such a deadline is set forth in the Order that follows.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any party wishing to submit testimony at the hearing of this matter via telephone shall submit a motion requesting permission to do so, or a stipulation with all parties consenting to the submission of testimony in this manner on or before February 13, 2008.  

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
