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I. statement  
1. On October 31, 2007, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed a Verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings with Respect to Electromagnetic Fields and Noise.  This filing began this proceeding.  

2. On November 1, 2007, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  The Notice established an intervention period, which has expired.  

3. The parties in this matter are:  PSCo; Ms. Leslie Glustrom; Interwest Energy Alliance; Western Resource Advocates; Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc.; and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.
  

4. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled for January 22, 2008.  Decision No. R08-0033-I.  

5. On January 15, 2008, Trans-Elect Development Company, LLC, and the Wyoming Infrastructure Authority filed a Partially Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time and Motion to Reduce Response Time.  The Motion to Reduce Response Time requests that response time to the Partially Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time be shortened to the prehearing conference on January 22, 2008.  

6. The Motion to Reduce Response Time states good cause.  Granting this motion will not prejudice any party because the parties will have an opportunity to address the Partially Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time at the prehearing conference.
  The Motion to Reduce Response Time will be granted.  Response time to the Partially Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time is shortened to and including the January 22, 2008 prehearing conference.  

7. Given the nature of the Motion to Reduce Response Time, given the need to rule on the Motion to Reduce Response Time as soon as possible, and given that no party will be prejudiced, response time to the Motion to Reduce Response Time will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Reduce Response Time to the Partially Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time is granted.  

2. Response time to the Partially Unopposed Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time is shortened to the prehearing conference in this matter scheduled for January 22, 2008.  

3. Response time to the Motion to Reduce Response Time is waived.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
