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I. statement

1. On December 19, 2007, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Petition for Arbitration (Petition) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2560 and § 252(b) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended by the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (Act).  The Petition requests that the Commission arbitrate certain terms and conditions for interconnection and related arrangements between Qwest and Arizona Dialtone, Inc. (Arizona Dialtone).

2. On December 26, 2007, the Commission gave notice of the Petition.

3. On January 4, 2008, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing and for an Initial Commission Decision pursuant to § 40-6-109(6), C.R.S.  See, Decision No. C08-0004.

4. Arizona Dialtone’s response to the Petition was due on January 14, 2008.  See, 4 CCR 723-2-2564(a).  However, no response was filed. 
5. The nine-month provision for Commission resolution of the Petition set forth at § 252(b)(4)(C) of the Act expires on April 21, 2008.  

6. In order to facilitate the orderly resolution of this proceeding, it is appropriate to schedule a pre-hearing conference. The parties should be prepared to discuss all issues contemplated by 4 CCR 723-1-1409(a) including, without limitation, establishing a procedural schedule governing this case and the desirability of consolidating this proceeding with the related formal complaint proceeding initiated by Qwest against Arizona Dialtone in Docket No. 07F-520T.  The pre-hearing conference scheduled in this matter will be held in conjunction with a pre-hearing conference scheduled in Docket No. 07F-520T.

7. The parties are advised that, absent a waiver of the nine-month deadline established by § 252(b)(4)(C) of the Act, the procedural schedule established in this case must ensure that this matter will be “at issue” on or before March 20, 2008.
  Such a procedural schedule should include deadlines for the submission of written direct testimony by Qwest, written answer testimony by Arizona Dialtone, a joint issues matrix containing a list of all disputed issues,
 hearing dates,
 and deadlines for any desired post-hearing statements of position.
