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I. statement  
1. On September 7, 2007, Bennett's Moving Co., Inc. (Registrant), filed with the Commission a Renewal Application for Registration to Operate as a Colorado Mover of Household Goods.  Registrant is not represented by counsel.  
2. On November 30, 2007, the Commission issued an Order and Notice of Hearing in this Docket.  The Order commenced this proceeding.  

3. By Decision No. R08-0029-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) scheduled the hearing in this matter for January 30, 2008.  
4. On December 4, 2007, Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened by right in this matter.  Staff is represented by counsel and timely filed its list of witnesses (which it supplemented) and copies of its exhibits.  
5. By Decision No. R08-0029-I, the ALJ ordered Registrant either to show cause why it could proceed in this matter without counsel or to obtain counsel.  Registrant was to make its show cause filing on or before January 23, 2008.
  In the alternative, Registrant's counsel was to enter an appearance on or before January 23, 2008.  

6. Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Registrant has not made the required show cause filing and that no counsel has entered an appearance on behalf of Registrant.  
7. Decision No. R08-0029-I contained the following:  
Registrant is advised, and is on notice, that if it fails either to show cause as required by ¶ 16 (above) or to have its counsel file an entry of appearance on or before close of business on January 23, 2008, then Registrant will not be able to present either testimonial or documentary evidence at the hearing; will not be able to cross-examine witnesses at the hearing; will not be able to make motions or to respond to motions; and will not be able to do anything else which constitutes the practice of law.  
Id. at ¶ 17 (emphasis and bold in original); see also Ordering Paragraph No. 9 ("The parties shall be held to the advisements stated above.").  
8. Registrant may appear at the hearing.  Based on the failure to show cause, the ALJ finds that Registrant will not be permitted to do anything in this docket which constitutes the practice of law.  This includes, without limitation:  presenting witnesses and offering exhibits at hearing; cross-examining witnesses at hearing; and making motions, responding to motions, and making legal argument.  
9. If represented by counsel, Registrant may participate in the hearing to the extent permitted by this Order.  
10. By Decision No. R08-0029-I, the ALJ also ordered Registrant to file, on or before January 23, 2008, its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 5.  
11. Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Registrant has filed neither its list of witnesses nor copies of its exhibits.  

12. Decision No. R08-0029-I contained the following advisements:  

 
The parties are advised that no person will be permitted to testify unless that person is identified in the list of witnesses filed in accordance with the Order.  

 
The parties are advised that no document will be admitted into evidence unless that document is filed in accordance with the Order.  
Id. at ¶¶ 21-22 (bold in original) ; see also Ordering Paragraph No. 9 ("The parties shall be held to the advisements stated above.").  

13. Based on Registrant's failure to file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits by the date established in Decision No. R08-0029-I, the ALJ determines that, absent further Order, Registrant may not present any witnesses and may not offer any document into evidence at the scheduled hearing.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Unless represented by counsel in this case, Bennett's Moving Co., Inc., will not be permitted to do anything which constitutes the practice of law.  
2. Absent further Order, Bennett's Moving Co., Inc., will not be permitted to present any witnesses at the scheduled hearing.  
3. Absent further Order, Bennett's Moving Co., Inc., will not be permitted to offer any document into evidence at the scheduled hearing.  
4. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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�  Decision No. R08-0029-I states "that filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if documents are put in the mail on the date on which the documents are to be filed, then the documents are not filed with the Commission in a timely manner."  Id. at ¶ 24 (emphasis in original).  
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
