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I. statement  
1. Kevin John McKimmons, doing business as CheckMate Piano Moving (Registrant), filed its Registration to Operate as a Colorado Mover of Household Goods with the Commission.  
2. On November 30, 2007, the Commission issued an Order and Notice of Hearing in this Docket.  This Order commenced this proceeding.  
3. The Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

4. Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened by right in this matter.  The parties in this proceeding are Registrant and Staff.  
5. By Decision No. R08-0027-I, the ALJ established prehearing filing requirements and a hearing date of January 31, 2008.  
6. On January 25, 2008, Registrant filed a Request to Change Dates (Request).  In that filing, Registrant states that he is exploring the possibility of obtaining counsel for this matter
 and that he needs additional time for that purpose.  As a result, he requests that the hearing date be changed.
  Registrant further requests that, if the hearing is rescheduled, he be given additional time to file his list of witnesses and copies of his exhibits.  Finally, Registrant represents that Staff does not object to the requested change in hearing date.  
7. The Request states good cause.  As Staff agrees to change the hearing date, no party will be prejudiced if the request is granted.  The Request will be granted, and the January 31, 2008 hearing date will be vacated.  
8. Due to a previously-scheduled hearing, the ALJ is unavailable on the February dates suggested by Registrant.  Therefore, Registrant will be ordered to consult with counsel for Staff concerning a March hearing date.
  Registrant will be ordered to file, on or before February 8, 2008, three suggested hearing dates in March.  If possible, the ALJ will select one of those dates for hearing.  
9. In addition, if Registrant is going to have counsel in this case, the ALJ finds that counsel should be retained and should enter an appearance reasonably soon.  Thus, Registrant will be ordered to obtain counsel no later than February 8, 2008.
  If Registrant retains counsel, then his counsel must enter an appearance in this matter on or before February 8, 2008.  
As the hearing date has been vacated, the ALJ will grant Registrant's request to 

10. change the date on which he is to file his list of witnesses and copies of his exhibits.  The filing date for Registrant's list of witnesses and copies of exhibits is vacated. In the Order which establishes a new hearing date, the ALJ will establish a new filing date for Registrant.  
11. Given that Staff does not oppose the Request, given the fast-approaching hearing date and the need to make a prompt decision, and given that no party will be prejudiced, response time to the Request will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Request to Change Date filed by Kevin J. McKimmons, doing business as CheckMate Piano Moving (McKimmons), is granted.  

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for January 31, 2008 is vacated.  

3. On or before February 8, 2008, and after consulting with counsel for Staff of the Commission, Mr. McKimmons shall make a filing which contains three suggested hearing dates (acceptable to both parties) in March, 2008.  
4. If Mr. McKimmons elects to retain counsel in this matter, then, on or before February 8, 2008, counsel for Mr. McKimmons shall enter an appearance in this matter.  
5. The filing date for Mr. McKimmons to file his list of witnesses and copies of his exhibits is vacated.  

6. Response time to the Request to Change Date is waived.  

7. This Order shall be effective immediately.  
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�  As an individual representing his own interests, Mr. McKimmons may appear without counsel in this matter.  


�  Registrant states that both Staff and he are available for hearing on February 27 through 29, 2008 and that any of those dates would be acceptable to them.  


�  To assist the parties , the ALJ is unavailable on the following dates:  March 4, 6, 7, 17, and 18, 2008.  


�  As discussed in Decision No. R08-0027-I, Registrant is not required to obtain an attorney in this matter.  
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
