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I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on November 29, 2007, when All Seasons Moving & Storage, Inc. (All Seasons) filed its Household Goods Mover Registration with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).
2. All Seasons and Staff are the only parties to this proceeding.
3. On January 23, 2008, the Commission received correspondence from All Seasons requesting permission to present testimony of Frank Goeson by telephone during the hearing scheduled in this Docket for January 30, 2008.  Mr. Goeson lives in Florida during the winter months and the cost to appear at the hearing in person would not be practical.  Further, his testimony is important to matters raised in this Docket.  See copy attached hereto as Attachment A.

4. The correspondence is not in the form required by Rule 1202 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  The correspondence was not accompanied by a Certificate of Service adequately documenting compliance with Rule 1205, of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  

5. This correspondence will be considered as a motion filed pursuant to Rule 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.  No certificate of mailing was executed on the request and a review of the document does not adequately demonstrate that service was properly made.  Therefore, the Commission cannot determine the date upon which a response is due pursuant to Rule 1400, 4 CCR 723-1.  Further, the Commission cannot determine the date upon which the request is ripe for consideration.

6. In order to avoid confusion for all parties and considering the amount of time between the estimated response deadline and the scheduled hearing, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will sua sponte establish the response deadline to be January 29, 2008 at noon. 
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Any desired response to All Seasons Moving & Storage, Inc.’s request to present testimony of Frank Goeson by telephone during the hearing scheduled in this Docket filed herein (a copy of which is attached hereto as Attachment A), shall be filed on or before January 29, 2008 at noon.
