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I. statement  

1. On September 7, 2007, Bennett's Moving Co., Inc. (Bennett's), filed with the Commission a Renewal Application for Registration to Operate as a Colorado Mover of Household Goods.  Registrant is not represented by counsel.  

2. On November 30, 2007, the Commission issued an Order and Notice of Hearing in this Docket.  The Order commenced this proceeding.  

3. On December 4, 2007, Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened by right in this matter.  Staff is represented by counsel.  

4. On December 11, 2007, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

5. By Decision No. R08-0029-I, hearing in this matter was scheduled for January 30, 2008; and a pre-hearing filing schedule was established.  

6. In accordance with the filing schedule, Staff timely filed its list of witnesses (which it supplemented) and copies of its exhibits.  Staff served these documents on Bennett's.  

7. By Decision No. R08-0084-I, the ALJ determined that Bennett's must be represented in this matter by counsel.  This Order was served on Bennett's.  

8. The matter was called for hearing as scheduled on January 30, 2008.  Staff appeared, was represented by counsel, and was prepared to proceed to hearing.  

9. Mr. Walter Striedieck appeared as a representative of Bennett's.  He is not an attorney.  When asked by the ALJ, Mr. Striedieck said that he was under the impression that he could present his own testimony on behalf of Bennett's without an attorney.  It was clear to the ALJ that he had not understood the substance of Decision No. R08-0084-I, which precluded such testimony.  

10. Mr. Striedieck, as Bennett's representative, stated that he wished to have time to retain counsel in this matter.  After consulting with the parties to determine availability, the ALJ continued the hearing in this matter to February 21, 2008.  

11. Bennett's was advised orally, and is on notice, that if it fails to have counsel on February 21, 2008, the hearing will proceed as scheduled.  Without counsel, Bennett's will not be able to present any witness (including Mr. Striedieck) to testify; will not be able to present documentary evidence; will not be able to cross-examine witnesses at the hearing; will not be able to make motions or to respond to motions; and will not be able to do anything which constitutes the practice of law.  When asked by the ALJ, Mr. Striedieck stated that he understood this advisement.  
12. In order to facilitate the orderly resolution of this proceeding, the ALJ will establish February 14, 2008 as the date by which Bennett's will be ordered to submit its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  The details are contained in the Ordering Paragraphs below.  

13. The parties are advised that, if a party deems any information contained in the required filings to be confidential, then the party may file the confidential information or material in accordance with the confidentiality rules found at Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1100 et seq.  
14. The parties are advised that no person will be permitted to testify unless that person is identified in the list of witnesses filed in accordance with the Order.  

15. The parties are advised that no document will be admitted into evidence unless that document is filed in accordance with the Order.  

16. Each party is advised that it is the responsibility of the party offering an exhibit to provide a copy of that exhibit to be marked as an exhibit at hearing.  The fact that the exhibits are filed in advance of the hearing does not relieve a party of the obligation to provide a copy of each exhibit at hearing.  

17. The parties are advised that filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if documents are put in the mail on the date on which the documents are to be filed, then the documents are not filed with the Commission in a timely manner.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. On or before February 14, 2008, Bennett's Moving Co., Inc. (Bennett's), shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of a list of the witnesses Bennett's intends to call to testify at the hearing.  For each witness identified on the list of witnesses, Bennett's shall provide the following:  name, address, business telephone number, and a brief statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Bennett's shall also serve Staff counsel and the Staff persons identified in the Notice of Intervention with its list of witnesses on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

2. On or before February 14, 2008, Bennett's shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of each document which Bennett's intends to offer as an exhibit at the hearing.  Bennett's shall also serve Commission Staff (Staff) counsel and the Staff persons identified in the Notice of Intervention with a copy of each exhibit on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

3. The hearing of this proceeding is scheduled for the following date, at the following time, and in the following location:

5. At hearing, Staff shall have the burden of going forward with evidence in support of its initial determination that it cannot renew Bennett's registration as a household goods mover.
