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I. statement  
1. On August 7, 2007, Qwest Corporation and El Paso County Telephone Company (El Paso) (collectively, Applicants) filed a Joint Verified Application for Permission to Transfer Certain Assets from El Paso County Telephone Company to Qwest Corporation.  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On August 10, 2007, the Commission issued a Notice of Petition Filed (Notice).  The Notice established an intervention period.
  

3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right and requested a hearing.
  

4. By filing made on November 14, 2007, Applicants waived the § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., timeframe for a Commission decision in this matter.  Applicants stated that the filing extends the timeframe for decision to and including July 11, 2008.  

5. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. The ALJ established a procedural schedule and a hearing date of March 4, 2008 in Decision No. R07-0961-I.  By Decision No. R07-1058-I, on joint motion of the Parties, the ALJ vacated the procedural schedule but maintained the hearing date.  

7. On December 17, 2007, the Parties filed a Joint Motion to Approve Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  A Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation), signed by all Parties, accompanied that filing.  

8. After considering the Stipulation, the ALJ ordered the Parties to provide additional information, as set out in Decision No. R08-0048-I.  The Parties were to provide the requested information and responses on or before January 31, 2008.  

9. On January 31, 2008, the Parties filed a Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Response to Questions Posed (Motion).
  In that filing the Parties state that they need, and they request, additional time, to and including February 19, 2008, within which to file the requested information and their joint responses to the questions.  The Motion states good cause.  As the Motion is filed by all Parties, no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The Motion will be granted, and the time within which to file responses and the requested information will be enlarged to and including February 19, 2008.  

10. The hearing date of March 4, 2008 will be retained in the event there is a need for an evidentiary hearing on the Stipulation.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Response to Questions Posed is granted.  

2. On or before February 19, 2008, the parties shall file the information requested and their responses to the questions posed in Decision No. R08-0048-I.  

3. The hearing date of March 4, 2008 is retained.  

4. The Joint Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Response to Questions Posed is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
