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I. statement
1. On February 19, 2008, the Ferrellgas, L.P. (Ferrellgas) Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  The hearing in this docket is currently set for February 20 through 22, 2008.  Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) and Ferrellgas have engaged in preliminary settlement discussions in an effort to resolve the issues before the Commission in this docket.  Staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel have been informed of the existence of these negotiations but to date, have not been involved in settlement discussions.  All parties to the docket have agreed that it would be appropriate to vacate the hearing now set and attempt to resolve this docket by negotiation rather than litigation.

2. Counsel for Ferrellgas along with counsel for Atmos, informally contacted the Commission’s Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) on February 15, 2008 to orally request that the hearing set to commence on February 20, 2008 be vacated and reset to a later date in order to provide an opportunity for the parties to negotiate a resolution of this docket.  The undersigned ALJ indicated that he would be willing to vacate the hearing.  This Motion is being filed to memorialize the request and to vacate the hearing.  

3. Ferrellgas requests that response time to the motion be waived to enable the ALJ to act upon this motion forthwith and vacate the hearings.

4. The motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

5. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted. 

6. Counsel for Ferrellgas has requested that parties provide him scheduling availability to set a new hearing date.  Within seven business days, counsel for Ferrellgas will provide a list of the available dates of the parties for the resetting of this docket for hearing before the Commission.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Response time to the Ferrellgas, L.P. (Ferrellgas) Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time filed on February 19, 2008 is waived.

2. The Ferrellgas, L.P. Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time filed on February 19, 2008 is granted.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
